 to Host “Art Gone Wild!” Exhibitions
Syracuse, NY (October 20, 2010) – The Rosamond Gifford Zoo, in conjunction with its American Association of Zoo Keepers (AAZK) chapter, will host the second annual Art Gone Wild! from October 20 through November 20.  The collection of animal-created artwork is on display throughout the lobby of the zoo; viewing is included in the price of zoo admission.

New this year, the Everson Museum of Art will host a limited exhibition October 20 to November 12. The 20-piece collection includes artwork from a wide variety of animals.
“We are excited to be a part of the Rosamond Gifford Zoo’s Art Gone Wild!” said Debora Ryan, Everson Museum of Art senior curator. “We were particularly interested in showing a selection of artwork that was representative of all the residents at the zoo. We hope visitors will enjoy seeing the work of the elephant herd, a penguin and a chuckwalla, among many others.”

Members of the zoo staff have been working diligently with the animals under their care to create the art on display in both exhibitions. Approximately half of the 150-piece collection is on display at the zoo.  
At the conclusion of the Art Gone Wild! exhibition, AAZK will host an art auction to raise funds in preparation for hosting the 2012 National AAZK conference.  The auction will be held on Saturday, November 20 at 6 p.m. at the Rosamond Gifford Zoo.  Admission to the auction is $5 per person; children under 6 are free.  Admission includes non-alcoholic beverages (coffee, tea and soda) and light appetizers.
